2) Parade music will be ordered and delivered this summer
3) Section leaders may want to contact you for summer social gatherings
4) If you are renting an instrument from the school district and would like to check it out over the summer, communicate with me – as soon as repairs are done, you may do that
Fall Sports and other conflicts:  Communicate early about what conflicts you have.  Mr. DeGrace communicates with each of the coaches to work out schedules.  Students who will be late because of fall sports, are willing to communicate and put in the effort, Mr. DeGrace is willing to work with them.  No call, no shows are not tolerated.  Remember, music is a team effort, when you are not at rehearsal, you effect your section and the entire band negatively.
Students who wish to learn a new instrument! – you must talk to Mr. DeGrace to  1) see if an instrument is available or 2) there is a need in the band for that instrument.
